Cathance Shore, LLC is a land development company located on the shore of Cathance Lake. Cathance
Shores was formed with the objective of protecting or minimizing disturbance to shorelines, interior lands
and waters of environmental significance. The owners, Bill and Ann Gies and Jim and Sheila Ihle, chose a
1,000 acre plot located on the south shore of Cathance with approximately 3 1/2 miles of shoreline. Of the
1,000 acres, approximately 200 acres will be deeded to and become the sub-development known as
Cathance Shores. Of the 200 acres approximately 90 acres are earmarked for home lots. The remainder is
set aside as conserved lands, which will weave around and through the 21 shorefront and 10 wooded lots,
which comprise the sub-development. It all adds up to greater than 50% of the shoreline and all of the
small islands being conserved for posterity.
