‘Maine Invites You’ Cooperative Advertising 

 Each year the Machias Bay Area Chamber of Commerce participates in a 
cooperative advertising effort with the Office of Maine Tourism and the Down 
East and Acadia Regional Tourism (DART) office.  As many of you know, DART 
provides a stipend for each Chamber of Commerce to help defray costs for the 
advertisements.   Thanks to that stipend, advertising in MIY is much less as 
part of the co-op versus advertising on your own. 
 Last year MBACC and its members provided advertisements covering 
one and two thirds pages in the ’Maine Invites You’ (MIY) magazine.  This year 
we hope to cover at least two full pages which will bring more visibility to this 
area benefiting everyone.  We have already received commitments from a num-
ber of members of the Chamber.   However, we have until September 5, 2007 to 
receive commitments and payment for ads from our members.  Therefore, we 
want to describe the process for participating in the co-op and outline some of 
the benefits, as well.   
 ‘Maine Invites You’ is the official publication of the State of Maine’s 
Tourism Office.  The magazine is sent out in response to any questions regard-
ing Maine Tourism.  Between the printed magazine and the e-brochure on their 
website, over 350,000 copies are produced.  Any advertiser in the publication is 
also listed in the e-brochure and any available website is linked to directly by 
their website.   
 The Chamber will have a definite presence in the magazine including our 
website.  Therefore, our area will have a link with their website.  However, indi-
vidual members are encouraged to participate in the ad as the larger the pres-
ence in the magazine, the greater the possibility that tourists will visit our area, 
not to mention that 50% of the people receiving the magazine stated that they 
have purchased products or services from advertisers.
